Old Business:

New Business:  
Gail Locke reported that the Elder Services Coordinating Council meets on the 4th Wednesday of the month at the Department of Education at 3:00 pm.  They are looking where senior services are going in the next 10 years.  The top issues identified were senior services that are not known about by seniors, housing and transportation needed for evenings and weekends.  Gail said that Corning and Red Bluff share the same issues.  They will come up with a strategic plan for the next 3-5 years.  Gail handed out flyers that offered free trainings for professionals and the community.  Gail would like anyone with information on trainings to contact her so she can share that information with the ESCC.
Gail also reported on the Tehama County Fair.  She and Tatiana represented the TCCA at the fair.  Tatiana brought the InfoVan and 150 packets of Medicare information and 50 packets of information regarding Tehama County.  She reported that it was very successful and that the InfoVan brought a lot of attention to them.

Roberta told the commission that she has taken a position in Santa Cruz and resigned from the TCCA.  She will be replaced as secretary for TCCA at next meeting.
Reports:  
Area Three Agency on Aging:  Joe Cobery reported that there has been a significant reorganization in Passages.  Funding has made it necessary to combine positions throughout their 5 county service area.  They are in the final stages of working with the Senior Companion Program.  There will be the equivalent of 1 to 1½ full time employees for Tehama County in the Senior Companion Program.  Gail reported that Rose will no longer be able to attend the TCCA meetings because her position was combined with the Adult Day Care program.  Gail is concerned about the time away from the community resource desk while Rose is so busy.  Rose keeps a log so we will be able to track the progress.

Board of Supervisors:  Gregg Avilla talked about the Del Webb project.  He told us that the project passed with the Tehama County Planning Commission and now has been brought to the Board of Supervisors to deal with.  There will be a meeting at the Community Center on Tuesday, October 17th at 1:30 pm.  Gregg said that some people have said that Del Webb is a “done deal” and that public comments are not needed.  Gregg said that this is not true.  The Board of Supervisors needs input from the public and concerns are welcome.  

Gregg also informed the commission that on the 25th of October an ad hoc committee will meet to discuss fees for the use of the Red Bluff Community and Senior Center.
Senior Nutrition Program:  Gail Locke reported for Gaylen who is off today because of Columbus Day.  Gail handed out Gaylen’s reports for August and September for SNP.  She encouraged people to buy the comic books for sale at the Red Bluff Community center.  It is a fundraiser for SNP.  
Tehama County Health Partnerships:  Gail reported that a subcommittee will begin to meet again.  They will meet every 2 months in Red Bluff.  This month it will be at the dept. of education on the 3rd Tuesday of the month at 1pm.  This is a place to bring health concerns.

AARP:  Ray Dunn said that he and Billie make all appointments for income tax assistance from February through April 15th.  He is no longer doing homeowners and renters assistance.  Ray also talked about encouraging seniors to participate in his writing group which meets between 9 and 11:30am on Mondays at the Salvation Army.  They have published 2 books so far.

Corning Senior Center:  Walter Dodd reported that Linda Daniels Lima is the new coordinator in Corning.  Things are getting better and passed around a flyer with a list of activities to the commission.

Los Molinos Senior Center:  They have a small group of people for lunch.  They have dances every Saturday and also host dance clubs who pay rent on other days.

Red Bluff Community and Senior Center:  The parks and recreation director no longer works there.  They have computer lessons, pinochle and other activities available for seniors.  

Villa Columba:  Roberta reported that the residents came to her house for the annual swim party.  Besides daily activities and special events she told about a new Tai Chi class lead by one of the residents.  Villa Columba will be a polling place for the November 7th election.  Roberta also reported that she will resign from Villa Columba on October 16th to take her new position in Santa Cruz.  
Public Comment:  Walter passed around a copy of the Chico paper column written by our senior senator.  It was a biography written about our new senior assemblyman.  

Hope Phillips from Sun Plus is interested in meeting people in the community providing services.

Gail Locke will bring paper plates and napkins for the next meeting as it will be in December.  Members of the TCCA are asked to bring cookies to celebrate the season.

The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, December 11th at the Corning Senior Center at 2:00 pm.

Meeting was adjourned at 3:20 pm.
