Low Income Tax Preparation – Ray Dunn – He and Betty have been making reservations for both Corning (at Senior Center) and Red Bluff (At Veterans Hall); Approximately 423 appointments, 5% no shows, Completed around 402 & e-filed about 382.  Tehama County recognized as having the highest % e-filed in the State
